Shri Sirajuddin Ajmal(Jamunamukh): Rspected Speaker Sir,  thank
you very much for giving me the opportunity. Sir, After waiting as
long as 30 years, the previous State Government approved the New
Land Policy 2019 on 21st October, 2019. It is on date beyond
everyone’s doubt that the State Governent has given a lot of empha-
sis in preparing the Policy to divide the citizens of the State into two
distinct categories for ever. Sorry-I cannot term it a Land Policy,
rather it is mostly a Division Policy in the line of infamous Divide N
Rule. Sir, I have to say with a heavy heart that Assam Land Policy-
2019, has spread the messages of Distrust and confusion among the
various stakeholders of the State. It has recommended that the trans-
fer of agricultural land should be restricted to the Indigenous people
only. The Biggest Disparity on new land policy has been  due to the
core term Indigenous. Because the new policy has not defined the
term ‘indigenous, ‘Let the Government first clarify, who are indig-
enous people?’ Government policy of giving 3 bighas of agricultural
lands to landless families is definitely appreciable. It has tagged
indigenous word in the new land policy whereas who are indig-
enous is yet to be defined. Our view is that every landless Indian,
who are permanent residents of Assam, has his right to have land.
By tagging the term indigenous, the Government was keeping some
communities out of the periphery from the benefit of Basundhara 2
under this land policy. If it is the Government’s intention, we would
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not accept the new land policy at all. All the landless families of
which names have been included in the final NRC must be given
allotment of land. It is AIUDF’s demand. Respected Sir, It is indeed
recommended to undertake eviction drives and reclaim Forest Land,
Char Land, Sattra Land, Tribal Land and Governmetn Land from
encroachers. But, before eviction drives are carried out, it is the
responsibility of the Government to make alternative arrangement
for rehabilitating the encroachers. Could anybody deny that lakhs of
people of the State being uprooted by the erosion of the river
Brahmaputra and its tributaries have been compelled to settle down
in various Government land, reserve land, forest land and tribal belts?
If they are evicted where will they go? after all they are human be-
ing. Here the UN Guidelines on development eviction is worth men-
tioning. It says, “ States must ensure that protection against forced
eviction and the human right to adequate housing and secure tenure
are guaranted without discrimination of any language, religion or
belief, birth and other status. It firther asserts that all persons, groups
and communities have the right to alternative land and housing.”
Moreover, there is no provision in the new land policy to give allot-
ment to the char dweller (inhabitants of river islands) that are living
there for generations. As per Government record, the total population
of Char areas of Brahmaputra valley is 24,90,097 and about 85 to 90
percent of them are Muslims. The then state Disaster minister ap-
prised the State Assembly on 2nd march 2015 that nearly 37,000 fami-
lies have lost their dwelling due to erosion only between 2010 and
2015.
Respected Sir,

“In the census report of 1951, there was an attempt made by the then
census Commission of Assam that the Indigenous people of Assam
shall be those people who speak Assamese language in respect of the
Brahmaputra Valley or the people of the other Tribal languages of the
valley and local languages of the Barak Valley.” As per the said criteria
all such people of Assam shall also be indigenous people. Thereby
“Reservation of seats in the Parliament and the State Legislature,
Government jobs and Land settlement for so called indigenous people
shall be in violation of the constitutional provision and a large number
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of decisions of the supreme court of India.”  Last but not the least, I
would conclude with the following demands from our party AIUDF
regarding the New land Policy 2019 as follow:

1. To stop all forms of discriminations organized under the guise
of New Land Policy 2019.

2. To set up acceptable definition of “Indigenous People” of Assam
as early as possible.

3. To take necessary measures for the settlement of land to the all
permanent citizens of the state.

4. To take immediate measures against erosion of land by the
Brahmaputra and its tributarie .

5. To conduct registration of the eroded people in the state.

6. To provide erosion affected certificate to all the erode people
so far.

7. To stop the declaration of new PRD in the stat now onwards.

Hon'ble Speaker Sir, I rise to oppose the
Motion of Thanks on the Hon'ble Governor's Address in this August
House. Sir, I have gone throught the Hon'ble Governors Address
stating the scheme and development project that are being taken up
by the State Government for the development of the State which is
commendable but Sir I have noticed that most of the schemes are
confined to the Brahmaputra Valley. For example, Health, Infrastruc-
ture, Education, Sports, Construction and improvement of road com-
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munication yet sorry to say Sir, the Barak Velly which constitute
more than 40 lakhs population has been neglected in many spares.
As for instance, in my Constituency, a High School namely R.A.
Memorial has been made a model High School but till date no fund
has been allocated. Moreover, there is shortage of faculty Members
which is hampering the teaching of the students. Sir, it is astonishing
that an ACS Officer is functioning as Inspector of School at Cachar
District and at the same time he is also the Principal and Head Mas-
ter of another five schools and higher secondary school and he is
also functioning as the Elementary Officer of the District. Sir, this is
an example of shere negligance on the part of the Department.

Next in the Sports and Welfare Department Government
has proposed to take certain steps for the development of State Sports
Infrastructure facilities as asked by the Department I too have given
a proposal for setting up a Mini-Stadium in my Constituency for
which I have somehow managed 25 bighas of land and submitted the
proposal to the concerned Sports Department. But, till date no ac-
tion has been taken whereas in certain the construction of stadium
has already been started. The Government has also proposed to start
a Football Stadium of International Standard. But, Sir, in my area
there is not a single standard field available. It is of immense impor-
tance to give proper facility to the village areas for the talent to flow
up. There is no dearth in the villages but there is dearth of facilities.
Sir, in the Hon'ble Govenor's Address, it has been mentioned that a
group of road schemes of MV, MUPNA, MMPA, MPNA have al-
ready been started coverning all the District of Assam. Yet, in my
case, Department asked me to provide the list of important roads of
my Constituency for improvement and construction. Under this
scheme, I have compiled the list but most of my proposal have been
turned down and I have been informed that in other Constituencies
no road have been included compared to mine. This is inspite of my
people paying the same GST in every sphere. This I think injustice
to my Constituency. The Govenor's speech does not mentioned any
road communication between Barak Velly and rest of India. AT present
we are depending on the Jowai Badarpur Road i.e. NH 04. But, due
to the non maintenance of this road people are immensely suffering
for example in case of emergency patient cannot be shifted within
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the stipulated time from Silchar Medial College to Guwahati Medi-
cal College. The Govenment can take up the matter with their coun-
terpart in Meghalaya, if necessary. Moreover this is the only con-
necting road of Tripura with the rest of India. The Jal Jivan Mission
was launched  to provide connection to tape to every rural func-
tional household with adequate quantity of water i.e. 55 liters per
capita per day. But, I feel sad to state that it has been able to carry
only 60% of the household. Since, I would like to request the Gov-
ernment to take immediate steps to cover the rest of the Households.
Moreover, the persons who are responsible for supply of the water
i.e. the Jal Mitras are now agitating for a enhanced remuneration.
The Government can also tackle the problem by negotiating and paying
minimum wages for the uninterrupted water supply. The world bank
funded Assam resilent rural bridge project, more than 1000 bridges
has been taken up for construction. In my Constituency three bridges
have been surveyed. But till date no tender have been floated. The
plight and deprivation of my Constituency therefore Sir, is visible.
Therefore, I firmly believe that uniform development of all the areas
of the State will give in future a filling to the State concern and
wisdom for a developed Assam. With this I would like to conclude
my speech.
